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At the Korekawa site, archaeological excavations are
underway to find substance of this Jomon settlement. So
far, archaeological remains of dwellings, graves, dumping
grounds, and shell mound have been found. The alkaline
environment of the shell mound and dumping grounds
preserves the remains of animals and plants in good
condition, providing an important information about how
people used animals and plants in the Jomon period. Joint
researches are also carried out with external research
institutes to draw new information from this archaeological
site.
