About the site

This site contains a large monument of the first half of
the Late Jomon period. It is located on the left bank
of the Oyu River, which is a tributary of the Yoneshiro
River. It is characterized by a pair of stone circles with
a diameter of more than 40 m each. Archaeologists
estimate that their construction took more than 200
years. It is a significant monument that provides clues
to the spirituality of the Jomon people.

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At Oyu Stone Circles(Site), you can see different types of
stone remains with double-circle stone arrangement,
such as circle, oval and diamond. The Oyu Stone Circles
comprise the Manza Stone Circle and the Nonakado
Stone Circle. The Manza Stone Circle consists of over

100 arrangements and the Nonakado Stone Circle
consists of over 60 arrangements.
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The line drawn from the center of the Nonakado Stone
Circle to that of the Manza Stone Circle points in the
direction of the summer solistitial sunset. This suggests

that the Jomon people were aware of the sun’ s
movements.
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Besides the stone circles, remains of such structures as
pit dwellings, pillar-supported buildings and rows of
pillars have been discovered. All of them are considered

as very important in the study of the stone circles. Some
of them have been reproduced and maintained.
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The vast plateau embracing the site has the Oyu River
flowing along the western skirt. On the upstream of the
Akuya river sits Mt. Morosuke, which produces the
material of the stone circle, quartz porphyry. In the east
of the plateau stands Mt. Kuromata which boasts a
beautiful conic shape.
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Excavated objects include those which were apparently
never used for daily life. For instance, clay objects
shaped like some kinds of mushrooms are believed to
have represented the Jomon people's wishes for fertility
or their awareness of nature. It may be surmised that
they produced these objects to show reverence for every
creation of nature.
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The clay tablets show a simple representation of the
human body. The mouth, eyes, breasts, midline and
ears are represented with tiny dents made by picking,
and they also show numbers from one to six. This
demonstrates that the Jomon people had a concept of
numbers.
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Oyu Stone Circles were discovered in 1931 by local
people. As a result of the archaeological excavations done
by the Kazuno City Board of Education from 1984 to 2008,
sites of settlements and pits dug in the ground were found
surrounding the stone circles.
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Not only archaeological sites but also their natural settings
are conserved. The two stone circles remain here much as
they were 4000 years ago. The Jomon forest, which has
been planted since 1998, has now become big and is still
growing.
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Because we want you to feel the atmosphere of the
Jomon Period 4000 years ago in the site, we have no
guide boards in the site. At the Oyu Stone Circle Center,
we provide commentary on the site and exhibits relics
excavated in the site. SO we recommend that you learn
about the site first at the Oy Stone Circle Center and then
go out and walk through the site.

In addition to the large earth mounds exceeding 190 m in total
length, special archaeologial remains and artifacts associated with
spiritual life at the time have been discovered in large numbers,
including footprint clay plates and ritual tools.

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The central figure in the logo represents Jomon
pottery as well as the map of northern Japan; the
vortex representing the 7sugaru strait symbolizes the
powerfulness of Jomon culture. The color is that of
pottery and lacquerware characteristic of this culture.
Darker areas mark the locations of the 17 Jomon sites.
The two Chinese characters signify Jomon (literally, “cord
pattern”); “JOMON JAPAN" , short for the Jomon culture
of Japan, is also a reminder that natural lacquer known
today as japan in English dates back to this period.
